____ Have experienced club members sign up to operate table (At least know mission, history and membership benefits) 
_____ Photocopy CKI flyers with your contact info

_____ Sign-up sheets for events and upcoming interest meeting
_____ If space permits bring these extra materials for the display— candy, decorations, photographs/scrapbook, slideshow on laptop (make sure you are by an outlet)
_____ Plan follow-up to contact the individuals who signed-up to learn more about Circle K especially those who signed up for an interest meeting/upcoming event. Those who didn’t sign up but are still interested, invite them to your next event and/or general meeting! 
Interest Meeting Pointers
I. Have in house service projects on hand (make dog toys, word searches,etc)

II. Once you have a good amount of people to an icebreaker, Train wreck usually works well (Person in the middle says name, major and a fact, those who have something in common with that person have to move to a different seat)

III. Talk about the Types of Projects Club Plans to Do—include service, leadership, and fellowship

IV. Remind them that Circle K is an international organization—describe size and countries of membership and conferences they can attend to meet new people.
V. What potential members will gain through joining Circle K- Community Involvement and joining a student organization like CKI enhances employability after graduation 
VI. Discuss time commitment involved and required dues payment- Say that there are leadership opportunities that they can take up if they are up for it like a committee.
VII. Bring up approaching programs and events
VIII. Finally ask if they have questions - Allow potential members to ask either school or club related questions. 
IX. Don’t forget to keep in contact with potential members after the meeting- Face to face or phone calls are the best!
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
